This is the champagne of teas. Perfect, memorable teas with 
excellence flavor and aroma. The famed district of Darjeeling 
is situated in India on the southern slopes of the Himalayas, 
its tea estates located at elevations of up to 2,000 meters 
(6,500 feet). Tea bushes grow more slowly at this altitude, 
thus allowing their prized, fine flavor to form. This tea is 
considered one of the most valuable and finest in the world. 
The tea “liquor” – as the tea infusion is called – is light in 
color, has a delicate, light, flowery fragrance and is drunk 
without milk.

DARJEELING. THE TOUR BEGINS IN A PRIME LOCATION.

ASSAM. OFF TO NEW SHORES.

Tea garden: Namring
Cup color: yellow/gold to brown, slightly red
Flavor: light, flowery, fresh, aromatic
Aroma: flowery, fine

In north-east India, on the banks of the Brahmaputra river 
„thea assamica“ grows at 600 to 1,500 meters abovesea 
level. Its leaves are broader than those of its cousins in the 
highlands of Darjeeling or in China. Assam teas have a 
very earthy, pungent and malty flavor with a high level of 
tannins. This tea is best drunk with milk or cream. The milk 
takes the astringency out of the tea and gives it a mild and 
pleasing flavor.

Cup color: strong coppery red, slightly clouded
Flavor: strong, full-bodied, malty, slightly 

astringent, with high levels of tannins
Aroma: hint of honey fragrance
Recommendation: drink with milk

CEYLON. HARVESTING DEPENDING ON THE MONSOONS.

After India, Sri Lanka – once called Ceylon – is the second 
biggest tea exporting nation in the world. Sri Lanka’s three 
main tea growing areas are in the mountains: Uva to the 
east, Dimbula in the west and Nuwara Eliya on the central 
plateau. Tea is harvested throughout the year, following the 
rhythm of the monsoons. Ceylon teas have an intense, full 
flavor. They contain less tannin than Assam teas and can 
be drunk without milk.

Tea growing area: Uva
Cup color: amber, reddish
Flavor: strong, spicy, and fragrant
Aroma: gently spicy and fragrant

English Breakfast is a classic tea blend. The tea is blended 
from strong-flavored, malty Assam teas, full-bodied Ceylon 
leaves and aromatic Kenyan teas. CTC stands for crushing, 
tearing and curling. The result is a strong, rich and aromatic 
tea which can be drunk with milk or cream. A tea as the 
English and East Frisians like it, not just for breakfast.

EARL GREY BLACK TEA. A TEA WITH NOBLE BREEDING.

Cup color: strong coppery red
Flavor: strong, full-bodied, malty,

Earl Grey was originally a China tea to which bergamot oil 
was added. This helped protect the tea, which was once 
shipped by sea, from taking on a musty, fishy or tarry flavor. 
It owes its name to one of its greatest enthousiasts, Charles 
Grey, 2nd Earl Grey. In his honor the venerable British tea 
merchant Twinings named this by now world famous tea after 
him. The key ingredient still used today is a light, China leaf 
tea with a sweet note and few tannins. Earl Grey is drunk 
without milk.

Cup color: fawn, light red
Flavor: slightly sweet, flowery, 

fresh, with a hint of citrus
Aroma: flowery, hint of lemongrass

GREENTEA PASSION. THESECRETOFA SHORT INFUSION.

Cup Color: strong coppery red, slightly clouded
Flavor: strong, spicy, hint of cinnamon/

cardamom, slight ginger pungency, 
malty, subtly astringent, creamy 
aftertaste, with tannins

Aroma: spicy
Recommendation: drink with milk and sugar

Green tea is an unfermented tea which is traditionally drunk 
in Asia, especially in China. The tea’s primary ingredient is 
a pan fired green chun mee from the north-east of China. 
This tea tastes fresh and is rounded off with a light fruity note 
reminiscent of passion fruit and lychee. Green teas are be-
coming more and more popular due to their salutary pro-
perties and have become a trendy beverage. Green teas 
should not be steeped too long as they turn bitter quickly. 
We recommend steeping for two minutes. 

Cup color: clear, light yellow
